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Studio Policy

I truly appreciate the opportunity to provide you/your child a fun and informative sewing experience.  Please note that students will be enrolled in a professional instructional environment.  For the courtesy and welfare of all the students, please review my policies regarding enrollment.  Once you have read the following information, please sign, date and return the Emergency and Acknowledgement and Photo Release form prior to the first session in which you/your child will be participating.  Students may not participate in classes at April Pizzagoni’s Fashion Design Studio prior to receipt of the signed release.

1. A parent or guardian must register each child.  Parents’ of new students are welcome to stay for the first class (one parent/guardian, no siblings please).  I am also happy to meet with new students and parents before lessons start.  Please call or e-mail to arrange a time.  There are two parks, downtown shopping and eating, and a beautiful trail nearby where parents and siblings may spend the lesson playing and hiking.
2. Private and Semi-Private lessons is the reserving of a whole time slot (90 minutes) for an individual or a private group (90 or 180 minutes).  Group classes have a maximum of six students.  The age range and gender of students in each class will vary.  

3. Students arrive to class no earlier than their scheduled time.  Lessons will start 5 minutes after and end 5 minutes before the scheduled time to allow for set up, clean up, a smooth transition between classes, and a chance for the instructor to talk to the parents.

4. Monthly tuition is the same regardless of holidays or the number of lessons received in the month. There is no prorating of tuition for illness, vacations, holidays, inclement weather, or personal events. Lessons missed will NOT be deducted from tuition under any circumstances.  I reserve the right to cancel any class, if this should happen, your payment for that day’s lesson will be refunded/credited.  Class days, times and tuition are subject to change at any time without notice.
5. When signing up for the classes, students will pay for the first month's tuition (considered the trial month.  One trial month per student).  After the first month, if the student likes the class format and wishes to continue, the second month and last months' tuition will be due one week prior to the first class of the second month.
6. Tuition for monthly classes is due at the 1st class of each month. No reminders will go home regarding tuition unless it becomes past due. A late fee of $20 will be charged if the tuition is not paid by the 10th of each month.  Sewing classes will be discontinued until paid.  Payments can be made via check or cash.  Make checks payable to April Pizzagoni.  A $20.00 fee will be assessed on All returned checks.

7.  If a student voluntarily withdraws from April Pizzagoni's Fashion Design Studio, a notice is required before the 1st class of the month in order to avoid billing for that month's tuition (30 days). There will be no refunds or prorating for unused sewing lessons.

8. Tuition will include the use of machines, tools, pattern paper, and written instructions.
9. If the student decides to work on his/her own project, then the monthly tuition will only include the use of sewing machines and tools.  The student will be responsible for all materials pertaining to their personal project.

10. The student will be taught to properly measure her/his body, in order to be able to properly draft the pattern/s, and to purchase the proper amount of fabric and accessories to complete their projects. Students will also try on their test garments to check for proper fit.  Measurements are taken over the student’s clothing.  Teens (13 and up) are to wear a one piece leotard or swim suit when test garments are tried on.
11. For the welfare of everyone, students are asked to not attend class if they are sick. Every effort will be made to provide students with a makeup class.  To qualify for a makeup class, notify the studio by or prior to the morning of your scheduled class.

12. Make-up classes are available for any class missed due to illness, family vacation, or personal conflict. Make-up classes may be taken within one month of the missed class or prior to the missed class if you know when you will be absent. To schedule a make up class, contact the studio.  It is the responsibility of the student to ensure that a make-up class is scheduled and attended.  If the scheduled make-up class is missed, no additional make up classes will be scheduled for that absence.   In consideration of other students, please notify the studio, as soon as possible, of the date you will be missing class up to 10am the day of the missed class.  All make-up classes are in group settings only.  There are no make-ups offered to those taking a “one time private” lesson.
13. Class will not be held on the following days: Labor Day, Halloween, Wednesday before Thanksgiving, Thanksgiving, Friday after Thanksgiving, December 24-26; New Year’s Eve and Day; Martin Luther King, Jr. Day; President's Day; Memorial Day, 4th of July.  Tuition is based on a 4 week month for a year round program.  For months with only 3 weeks due to holidays, the fourth week will be covered by the months with five weeks.  Therefore, prorating of tuition will NOT be given for the above dates.

14. Long hair is to be pinned back and shoes are to be worn at all times.  Food and drinks are not allowed in the studio. 

15. There are some risks of accidents when learning to sew.  Every effort will be made to ensure the safety of all students while on the premises of the studio.  Participation in the sewing class is solely at the risk and liability of the student/parent. I cannot accept liability for any injury or damages that you suffer related to premises of April Pizzagoni's Fashion Design Studio or participation in activities sponsored by me. 

16. Any personal belongings of the enrolled student that enter the premises of April Pizzagoni's Fashion Design Studio remain the sole responsibility of the student.

17. If an emergency or illness occurs while the student is on the premises of April Pizzagoni's Fashion Design Studio and I determine that the situation is life threatening or otherwise potentially hazardous to you or others or any property, I may at that time request any personal, governmental or professional assistance that is deemed necessary to protect your welfare.
